We certainly didn't
get any income selling milk or meat, but surprisingly many city people came to spend weekends in
our farmhouse. They brought children with them — the children were happy to see a real cow or a
goat, they were delighted to feed the animals and to have a horse ride or a trip in a cart pulled by
donkeys or deer!
Dad and the rest of the family got deeply involved in the business that started as a hobby. Our
animal farm has turned into a real tourist attraction and we have had to hire several people to mind
the animals, to run the inn and to entertain the guests. Actually, as we are getting more and more
skilled in farming we are considering the possibility of buying some more land and are planning to
expand our business so that we can produce dairy products, too. Frankly speaking, | never saw
myself as a farmer, but unexpected things happen.
